Materials

1. Programme Exchange Meeting
Required (Mandatory)

» For Programme Exchange: Personality Profile: how to go beyond character, to
portray a community’s history, hopes and aspirations

« Programme duration: between 15 - 50 minutes

o Tape format: VHS for screening

« Language requirement : English narration or subtitles

e Tape to be labelled clearly in English with Organisation name, Programme title and
duration

Programme Description: Personality Profiles
Participants should bring their innovative, unusual and experimental documentaries conforming
to the subject.

The programme should deal with a person/s about whom an interesting story can be told and
whose life and achievements might be inspiration to others. They should provide in-depth
personality profiles dealing with life, accomplishments of an individual, the background and
context of the person concerned, giving an insight into his/her character, personality, aspirations,
distress or ways in which he/she reaches goals or faces challenges. Ideally, through the
character, the history, hopes and aspirations of a whole community should be depicted.

If participants do not have suitable programmes for the subject, they may offer other
documentary programmes as long as they highlight the characteristics of your respective

country or a particular region. After the workshop, these programmes will be exchanged among
participating members.

Please note that the subject should not be political, religious or commercial. Programmes
showing tourist destinations or so called “fillers” are not suitable for exchange.

The programme offered should adhere strictly to the guidelines outlined above. If not, it may be
deemed unsuijtable and your organisation may lose the right to exchange and receive
programmes.

2. Themed Workshop Sessions
Optional (but encouraged)
« For the themed sessions, documentaries on:
a) Investigation / Investigative programmes
b) Docu-dramas
c) Special entries — New technologies and Post September 11

You are encouraged to bring one programme of each type (ideally) or whichever programmes
you have available based on any of the above themes.

Should there be too many submissions, in the interest of time, a selection of titles will be made
for discussion.

Eligible Participants

Participants should be young, active documentary directors or producers with 10 or less years of
production / producing experience. They must be proficient in English. ldeally, they are the
directors who produced the documentary offered for exchange.

Special Facilities: On Demand Room
A room will be available to all participants for screening of programmes from other participants,
UNESCO and programmes from different parts of the world.

Participants are encouraged to use their free time to screen these programmes and expose
themselves to different styles and treatments of documentary programmes.
