ABU PRIZES 2009 CONTEST RULES

ARTICLE 1: PREAMBLE

In 1964, the first General Assembly of the Asian Broadcasting Union, now known as the
Asia-Pacific Broadcasting Union (ABU), approved the establishment of an international
competition for radio and TV programmes to be known as the ABU Prizes.

During its 40th General Assembly in 2003, the ABU adopted a resolution empowering a
working party to approve changes in the rules of the ABU Prizes. Following this resolution,
the Working Party for the ABU Prizes was formed in 2004. Its aim is to enhance the prestige
of the ABU Prizes in line with the ABU's objective of promoting excellence in broadcasting.

The ABU Prizes shall be held annually and governed by the terms stated in these rules (the
"Contest Rules").

ARTICLE 2: OBJECTIVES

The ABU Prizes aims to promote the production of radio and TV programmes of a high
standard in order to raise educational and cultural levels and to strengthen international
understanding among the peoples of the ABU member countries and regions.

ARTICLE 3: CATEGORIES
There shall be separate prizes for six (6) categories each for radio and seven (7) categories
each for TV programmes, as follows:

RADIO PROGRAMMES
1. Drama Includes serials/series or a single episode drama.

2. Infotainment Informative programmes that are presented in an entertaining
approach (i.e. talk radio, game / quiz programmes &
music variety programmes)

3. Children &Youth Entertainment and/or educational programmes for target
audience aged 18 years and below

4. News News reporting, news analysis and news features
5. Documentary Feature documentaries & documentary series
6. External Broadcasts Programmes produced for international broadcast and based

on the theme “Media in Conflict Prevention”.



TV PROGRAMMES
1. Drama Includes serials/series or a single episode drama.

2. Entertainment Any programme format (except dramas) including musicals,
music concerts, singing/talent contests, music television,
variety, talk shows, game/quiz shows, one-off specials, stage
plays and skits.

3. Children Entertainment and/or educational programmes for target
audience aged 12 years and below

4. Youth Entertainment and/or educational programmes for target
audience aged 12-17 years

5. News News reporting, news analysis & news features
6. Documentary Feature documentaries & documentary series
7. Sports Programmes Theme for ABU Prizes 2009 is ‘Programme Opening Title

Sequence’. This may include video montage before/after the
pregramme opening title sequence.

ARTICLE 4: SPECIAL JURY PRIZE

From among all the entries, one (1) entry each for Radio and TV shall be awarded a
"SPECIAL JURY PRIZE" to recognise the work of producers whose entries are creative and
innovative despite the lesser resources available.

ARTICLE 5: ELIGIBILITY
5.1 All ABU members are eligible to enter the competition.

5.2 Each enlry must be broadcast for the first time by the ABU member submitting it between
1 January 2008 — 15 March 2009 AND:
For TV Sports category only: 1 January 2007 — 15 March 2009.

5.3 Programmes which have won a prize in any other international competition are eligible.
5.4 Entries must be free from political propaganda and/or advertising.

ARTICLE 6: ENTRIES

6.1 No. of Entries entitled to each ABU member:
One (1) entry in each Radio and/or TV categories, EXCEPT
in the case of TV Sports category, an ABU member may submit a maximum of two (2)
entries. Please consult your ABU Liaison officer or email abuprizes@abu.org.my for
more details,

6.2 Each radio entry MUST include one copy of English script & each TV entry must include
English subtitle (preferably) / a copy of its English script.

6.3 Each entry for Radio and TV must be between 10-80 minutes in duration except for the
News category (Radio and TV) which must be between 3-60 minutes in duration.

6.4 If an entry for the Infotainment Radio category is more than 60 minutes, the eniry to be
submitted should consist of:
(a) 30-60 minute excerpts of the whole programme:
(b) Script of the excerpt in English: and
(c) A written description of the format and structure of the entire programme.



6.5 The entry, together with the fully completed official Entry Form and the script in English,
must reach the ABU Secretariat on or before the deadline for submission of entries.

ARTICLE 7: PRE-SELECTION
7.1 For all categories and the Special Jury Prize, the ABU Secretarial shall appoint jurors
whao shall pre-select and shortlist all entries received.

7.2 During Pre-Selection, jurcrs may transfer/change the entries’ category at their discretion
and resubmit it in appropriate categories.

ARTICLE 8: FINAL JUDGING

8.1 The juries for Radio and TV categories shall comprise five (5) persons representing
different ABU members. The members shall be appointed by the ABU Secretariat, taking
into account geographic balance and other relevant matters.

8.2 The members of the juries shall meet prior to each ABU General Assembly.
ARTICLE 9: RESPONSIBILITIES OF PRE-SELECTION AND FINAL JUDGING JURIES

9.1 Each juror shall elect a chairperson from among its members and shall follow the ABU
guidelines in assessing the entries and for voting. Each juror shall decide on a majority
vote and each jury member including the chairperson shall have one (1) vote only.

9.2 Each juror shall prepare a written report, approved by its members, summarising its
decisions and any other matters which the juror considers should be brought to the
attention of the ABU General Assembly.

9.3 In the event of any entry being disqualified by the juror for the final judging, the
chairperson shall report the reason for disqualification to the ABU Secretary-General,
who shall convey it to the member which submitted the entry.

9.4 The decision of the jury members shall be final.

ARTICLE 10: PRIZES
10.1 If the jury members consider that none of the entries is worthy of a prize, they may
decide not to award that prize in the year concerned.

10.2 In addition to awarding the prizes, each juror may give special commendation not more
than one entry for each category and for the Special Jury Prize.

ARTICLE 11: HOST ORGANISATION

The host organisation for the ABU General Assembly concerned shall, in consultation with
the ABU, be responsible for the necessary arrangements for the competition and related
activities for the particular year.

ARTICLE 12: MISCELLANEOUS
The amendments to these Contest Rules were approved by the Working Party for the reform
of the ABU Prizes in April 2004, February 2005, February 2006, and February 2007.
