CONTEST RULES

ARTICLE 1: PREAMBLE _ _
The ABU Prizes on Climate Change and HIV/AIDS shall be held annually (subject to funding) and governed by the terms stated in
these rules (the “Contest Rules”).

ARTICLE 2: OBJECTIVES _
The ABU Prizes on Climate Change and HIV/AIDS aims to promote the preduction of radic and TV programming and to create
awareness on these issues.

ARTICLE 3: CATEGORIES =

There shall be ore prize each for Radio and TV programme (for both Climate Change and HIV/AIDS respectively).

ARTICLE 4: ELIGIBILITY
4.1 All ABU members are eligible to enter the competition.

4.2 Each entry must have been broadcast for the first time by the ABU member submitting it, not more than eighteen (18) months
from 1st January 2008.

4.3 Programme which have won a prize in any other international competition are eligible.
4.4 Entries must be free from political propaganda and/or advertising.

45 Entries submitted under the ABU Prizes can be also be entered into the Climate Change and HIV/AIDS categories
(and vice versa) subject to the terms and conditions in both contest rules.

ARTICLE 5: ENTRIES
51 Each ABU member may submit a maximum of two entries for each category.

5.2 Each entry shall be accompanied by one copy of its script in English.

5.3 The entry, together with the fully completed official Entry Form and the script in English, must reach the ABU Secretariat on or
before the deadline for submission of entries.

ARTICLE 6: JUDGING PROCESS
6.1 The ABU Secretariat shall appoint jurors who shall judge all entries received.

6.2 The juries shall comprise up to six persons representing a mix of climate change experts, public health experts and media
professionals. The reviewers shall be appointed by the ABU Secretariat, taking into account professional reputation, Climate
Change expertise, HIV/AIDS expertise and other relevant matters.

ARTICLE 7: RESPONSIBILITIES OF JURIES
7.1 Each juror shall elect a chairperson from among its members and shall follow the ABU guidelines in assessing the entries and
for voting. Each juror shall decide on a majority vote and each jury member including chairperson shall have one (1) vote only.

7.2 Each juror shall prepare a written report, approved by other juries, summarising its decisions and any other matters which the
juror considers should be brought to the attention of the ABU General Assembly.

7.3 Inthe event of any entry being disqualified by the juror for the final judging, the chairperson shall report the reason for
disqualification to the ABU Secretary-General, who shall convey it to the member which submitted the entry.

7.4 The decision of the jury members shall be final.

ARTICLE 8: PRIZES
If the jury members consider that none of the entries is worthy of a prize, they may decide not to award that prize in the year concerned.

ARTICLE 9: AWARD PRESENTATION
The award will be presented at the annual ABU General Assembly.

ARTICLE 10: USE OF ENTRIES
10.1 The ABU member agrees that its Entries to ABU Prizes on Climate Change and HIV/AIDS will be made available for rebroadcast
by other ABU member broadcasters.

10.2 The ABU member shall ensure that all necessary licenses and permissions (e.g. music rights) have been obtained for the
purpose of using the Entries.

10.3 The ABU member shall provide a broadcast format of its Entries, when requested by the ABU.
