Overview

The ABU's annual Children’s TV Programme Iltem-Exchange Meeting and Workshop has grown
over the years with more member participation from less developed countries — a direct result of
UNESCO and other sources of funding in support of our activities.

Our event spans 6 days with 3 days of meetings where focus is on the screening of items
brought, related discussions and the exchange of these items. The following 3 days are for the
workshop where some form of training takes place with an invited trainer / moderator leading the
session.

A regular feature, the exchange of programmes with the EBU and now with URTNA (Union of
National Radio and Television Organizations of Africa) through the EBU will continue in 2004.
We intend to continue giving our members' programmes more exposure in other countries to
promote positive cultural messages and mutual understanding of the same.

Event Structure

1. Meeting & Programme Exchange (July 12-14, Monday ~Wednesday)

a) Children's stories

d) Innovative and Experimental items

2. Workshop Sessions (July 15-17, Thursday — Saturday)

GUIDELINES OF THE PROGRAMME EXCHANGE MEETING

Materials for Programme Exchange (Mandatory)

e« For Programme Exchange: at least 4 suitable programmes need to be brought from the
following 4 main categories to be eligible for the exchange.

a) Children’s stories

b) How things are made

c) Nature/animals

d) Innovative and Experimental items

e Programmes are part of a Children's Magazine Programme

» Each Programme Duration: not more than 7 minutes

¢ Total Programmes’ Duration: maximum 25 minutes (this will be observed strictly)

« Required: English proposals / scripts of the programmes to be submitted

» Tape Format: VHS for screening

= Language Requirement: English narration or subtitles

» Tapes to be labelled clearly in English with Organisation name, Programme titles and
durations.

Programme Content Description

Participants are to bring items that come from their own broadcasting organisations. Please
bear in mind that the items for exchange are to be slotted in a children’s magazine programme
and must be suitable for an international mix of child audience.

Each item should have a distinct logic, even if it is only part of a segment of your programme.

No Lip-synchronisation

As this item-exchange is aimed at exchanging items internationally, with many different
languages spoken, all lip-synchronisation should be avoided unless occurring in natural
situations, which do not require translation.

Obvious examples to be avoided are: presenters or a child/children talking to the camera,
conversations between children, interview with children, actors/actresses playing dramas, etc.
Promotional materials are not suitable for exchange.

Eligible Participants

Participants should be young, active Children's TV directors or producers with production /
producing experience. They must be proficient in English. Ideally, they are the directors who
produced the items being offered for exchange.
