= Topics
Category 1: Reinhard Keune's Memorial Award on the best music show promoting the

musical heritage

Radio is seen as a medium primarily for music. Yet, quite often, different radio stations play the
same set of music, promoting the dominant culture. The indigenous musical heritage is sidelined.
Reinhard Keune's Memorial Award for 2010 is dedicated to generating an interest in radio
programming on indigenous musical heritage and to stimulate cultural diversity.

Category 2: AIBD Radio Award 2010 on the best infotainment/edutainment radio talk show
Talk shows are a popular format in TV. On radio in which visual recognition of speakers is not
possible, the format requires careful handling. With the provision of phone-in, the format could
easily incorporate audience contribution. It has therefore very high potential for generating
audience interest and involvement. This year's category for AIBD radio award is designed to
stimulate production of programmes in this genre.

= Programmes style:
The programme will be judged in terms of the quality of the content as well as the style, besides
the technical quality of production. The style should be attractive/innovative and should retain the

attention of the listener.

Technical requirements & Rules

The programme, if not in English, must be sent along with the full script in English.
The TV programme should be 6 minutes to 60 minutes in duration.
Broadcasting organizations are allowed to submit 2 programmes maximum per category.
