TATSS Forum is a training institute established in 1985 through a
personal grant from Soichire Honda, and Takeo Fujisawa. the
founders of Honda Motor Co., Lid.. with the aim of nurturing
talented young leaders to shoulder Asia’s future.

The roots of “forum™ as a term meaning “gathering place™ in
ancient Rome suggest IATSS Forum’s role as a gathering place for
young professionals from ASEAN and Japan. Inviting talented
people from ASEAN countries o Japan for a broad range of
seminars, ficld study, Group Study and cultural exchange under
the common theme, “Thinking and Learning Together.” the Forum
is a place for participants to develop a greater understanding of
their ASEAN neighbors and to address current issues facing
ASEAN and Japan.

The program of IATSS Forum is developed by a diverse group of
lcarned individuals from various fields, who make up the 1ATSS
Forum Program Commitlee. We invite top lecturers from
academia and industry. Specific issues addressed in vach session
vary to meet the needs of the times. But our commitiment is to
focus not so much on in-depth rescarch in a particular field. but on

the Tiberal arts skills required to become young lcaders.




History

The first IATSS Forum was held in September 1985 with
participants from Malaysia.

Therefore, we expect that participants will
acquire not only Scientific Achievement but also Interpersonal
Skills in the process ol study.

2. Seminars and Field Study:

Seminars and Field Study cover such topics as society, politics.
industrial technology, culture, and international relations. Through
these scssions. participants gain a balanced perspective on Japan.
Southecast Asia and the world. Scholars from noted universitics and
business leaders from major Japanese companics offer stimulating
lectures on a variely ol topics. providing participants with a valuable
opportunity Lo learn about the latest trends in rescarch and business.
Through Field Study. participants deepen their understanding and
knowledge in each field by visiting places related to the contents of
the seminars.

3. Study Tours:

In order to give participants the broadest possible understanding of
Japan in the shortest time, the FATSS Forum provides participants
with opportunities to visit Nara, Kyoto, Tokyo and other citics.
Participants gain first-hand knowledge ol Japan through these visits.
lcarn about the current challenges. and deepen their understanding of
the country as a whole. Participants also have opportunities (o plan
their trips individually by collecting information about places they are
mnterested in visiting, such as historical and cultural sites. museums.
and universitics.

4. International Exchange Activities

recrcational and cultural activities including Japanese cultural
introduction, homestays, and cultural-exchanges.

FAQ regarding the IATSS Forum

<Ehgibility for participation in IATSS Forum>

Q1: What are the qualifications required to participate in the IATSS Forum program?

Al: Basically, anyone under 35-years-old at the closing date of the application can participate in the program, if
she/he has two years of full-time professional experience, can communicate with others in English, and has a
mind to think and learn together in cooperation with other participants.

Please refer to “4.E1igibi]jty”(pagef) on the application form for more details about qualifications.

Q2: I am currently studying at graduate school while working. Do I have the proper qualification requirements?

A2: Yes. If you can be reinstated to your current position in your company/organization after completion of the
program, also fill out other qualification requirements you can apply to IATSS Forum. We appreciate your
continued study while working.

<Application& Screening>

Q3: From what point of view does IATSS Forum do the screenings?

A3: In the interview, IATSS Forum appreciates applicants’ ability to express their opinions clearly. Also, we focus
on whether the applicants are open-minded toward understand other points of view, and develop both their
own and others’ ideas through discussions. From this point of view, we try to select people from a variety of
backgrounds and fields to avoid homogeneous groups.

Q4: I am Malaysian, and living in Singapore at the moment. Which country committee should I apply to, Malaysia
or Singapore?

<Programs>

Q5: As IATSS Forum is organized by IATSS (International Association of Traffic and Safety Sciences), do the
contents of the program only focus on traffic related issues or any specific field?

A5: No. IATSS Forum does not focus so much on in-depth research i any particular field. It gives participants
opportunities to broaden their knowledge in a variety of fields, and offers them a chance to tackle a variety of

issues through many different perspectives. Of course it is included traffic and safety matter but not only this
field.

Q6: I have heard that, at the IATSS Forum, there are no tests to complete the program, nor is there a declaration
of ranking regarding the participants’ performances. Why is that? In that case, will no one be evaluating or
giving advice for improvement? Will the performance of the participants not be reported to their supervisors?

A6: IATSS Forum does not evaluate participants or rank them. Because the purpose of IATSS Forum is not to

obtain knowledge or information, we do not have tests to check how much knowledge or information the
participants have acquired. IATSS Forum is a place where participants cooperate with each other. Moreover,
IATSS Forum does not report anything to the participants’ supervisors.
Participants can evaluate themselves on how deeply and broadiy they have thought through a lot of discussion
in seminars or Group Study. During the IATSS Forum program, the participants will have a lot of
opportunities to think and discuss issues in meeting their ASEAN neighbors and Japanese people, touching on
Japan’s current situation, and tackling various ASEAN issues from a global perspective. The objective of
IATSS Forum is to deepen participants’ understanding by thinking and discussing things together on the basis
of knowledge or information.

Q7 After completing the IATSS Forum program, I would like to visit some places before leaving Japan; may I

Q8: On the way back home from Japan, may I drop by some other countries? Of course, I do not mind paying the
necessary expenses?

A7&8: No. Participants must return to their home country by the designated date, on the designated airline. Your
training visa permits you to stay in Japan only during the program period. In addition, your primary purpose
shouid be to participate in the program, and after that to be reinstated to your current job, to put what you
have gained at IATSS Forum into practical use. From this point of view, IATSS Forum requests that you
return straight home right after the program.

Q9: Who bears the expenses related to the IATSS Forum program?

A9: IATSS Forum bears the round trip airfare, participation fees for the program, accommodations, and almost all
food expenses, etc. Participants need to pay for their personal expenses and part of their food expenses.
