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ABU General Assembly
set to return to India

he ABU General As-
I sembly is to return to
India for the first time
in 21 years, with the an-
nual meetings set for 2-8

November in New Delhi.

India’s national broad-
casting corporation, Prasar
Bharati — which oversees
the national broadcasters,
Doordarshan and All

India Radio — will host the
meetings, which will focus
on a wide range of issues
of interest to broadcasters.

Among the key topics

for discussion will be

the introduction of new
broadcasting services, the
role of media in national
development, and how
broadcasters can better
cover major accidents and
disasters.

A highlight of the General
Assembly will be the
Special Topic Session

on the second morning,
which will look at “Media
Development and Media
for Development”, with
leading broadcasters and
other specialists putting
forward their views.

The Professional Dis-

cussion later the same
day will focus on how

broadcasters are gearing
up for new TV and radio
services.

More than 400 people will
take part in the meetings,
which culminate in the
General Assembly on 7-8
November.

They also include the
Technical and Programme
Committee meetings, the
Sports Group meeting,
the Administrative Council
meeting and the ABU/FES
Seminar for developing
countries.

Delegates will have the

opportunity to learn

more about the industry

in the host country. The
Technical Department will
hold a special session on
Digital Broadcasting in
India and the Programme
Department will look

at how Bollywood

can influence Indian

and international
broadcasters.

In addition, the Programme
Department will hold a
session on how broad-
casters in the region covered
the 11 March disaster in
Japan and the lessons to
be learned from it.

The Sports Group will
look at preparations by
the ABU for covering the
2012 Olympic Games

in London, among other
things. The ABU pool
for the games covers 22
territories.

The meetings will also look
at Asiavision, the ABU’s
daily news exchange,

and particularly at how
members are increasingly
using file transfer to
contribute news stories

in addition to the existing
satellite feeds.

The meetings will take
place at The Lalit hotel
in the city’s bustling
Connaught Place, where
most delegates will also
stay.

Delegates will take a break
from the meetings on
Sunday 6 November for a
day-long tour of attractions
in New Delhi, arranged

by Prasar Bharati, giving
them an opportunity to
unwind before the General
Assembly opens the
following day.

Another highlight will be
the presentation of the
annual ABU Prizes at a
gala night on 7 November
hosted by Prasar Bharati.
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
