Aims

their legal rights and responsibilities, and the practical skills to anticipate and
respond to legal challenges in their work. The topics will include legal
standards for defamation and privacy (including suits for malicious/injurious
falsehood), restrictions on so-called “hate speech,” issues in covering court
cases and other legal proceedings, copyright issues, and the fast-changing
landscape of Internet and online regulation. '

e Be able to analyze how national legal systems shape press,

The case
study should briefly outline the facts of the case, and then focus on the
broader issues at stake—the conflicting positions taken by the different
parties, and what the case tells us in general about journalists’ legal rights
and responsibilities. This is an essential requirement to be considered
for selection.
