It will focus on the needs of the industry itself, to build a business
model and create practical, effective and sustainable mechanisms for the
markets to commence in 2014.

While the ABU and its partners recognise the value of existing country-specific
television and film markets - some of them organised with our own members -
this exciting venture will engage producers, buyers, distributors, marketers and
network heads across the Asia-Pacific and around the world, providing a one-
stop-shop for the region and a nexus for the television and film industry
globally.

As a key member of the ABU’s 229 members, you are invited to attend the
forthcoming ABU TV Forum on 25 and 26 March 2013 in KL . By attending this
forum, you will be kept up-to-date on the progress towards turning the long-
held vision for a pan-Asian television market into reality for generations to
come. You will also be able to contribute to the structure and required
arrangements for the main ABU TV Market.
