GENERAL INFORMATION/PROVISIONS

To continue its mission of promoting mutual understanding between the people of the United States
and Thailand through educational exchange, which has been successfully implemented throughout
the past five decades, the Thailand-United States Educational Foundation (Fulbright) announces its
annual competition for "FULBRIGHT SCHOLARSHIPS" to qualified Thai individuals for graduate
study in the United States for the academic year 2006.

Up to nine (9) grants will be available for the 2006 academic year, for study toward the master's
degree. Grants are normally for one academic year. Grantees who require more than one year
to complete the master's degree are expected to find support from other sources for their
study program in the United States beyond the initial year. Renewal of the grants will be
considered on a case by case basis.

For the 2006 academic year, awards will be offered in a broad variety of fields with the exception
of medicine, public health, nursing and allied subjects.

Grants are intended to cover costs of tuition and fees, books and educational supplies,
maintenance allowance, insurance coverage and round-trip international travel expenses from
Thailand to the United States. Some of the grants may be combined with tuition waivers or other
financial aid from appropriate institutions.

Fulbright policy states that “Students already in the United States are normally ineligible to
apply.” Furthermore, grantees may not commence their studies in the U.S. before the 2006
academic year.

ELIGIBILITY
An applicant must:
1) be a Thai citizen in good health*:

2) have completed all requirements for a bachelor's degree from a university in Thailand at the
time of interview (Applicants with work experience are encouraged to apply.);

3) have at least a cumulative GPA of 3.0 or equivalent on transcripts of academic
performance;

4) havea compUter-based TOEFL score of at least 213 (a paper-based TOEFL score of 550 or
above) on a test taken between March 2003 and February 2005**;

5) be in Thailand for the interview.
Individuals holding U.S. immigrant visas or permanent U.S. resident cards (green cards), or dual (Thaiand U.S)
citizenships are not eligible for Fulbright scholarships to Thai citizens.

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APPLICATION PROCEDURE

1) From January 5 to March 31, 2005, an application form can be downloaded from
www.fulbrightthai.org and will be available upon request by sending a letter expressing
interest in the Fulbright Scholarships and a self-addressed envelope with stamps to:

a) The completed 4-page application form and 3 photocopies of the original application
b) 4 photocopies of university transcript(s) for all years of academic study
¢) 4 photocopies of eligible TOEFL score report
d) 2 letters of recommendation in sealed envelopes

3) The completed application and supporting documents can be sent by mail (see address
above) or hand delivered to the Foundation, but must arrive NO LATER THAN APRIL 12,
2005, to be eligible for consideration. The Foundation is open Monday through Friday, 8:30
a.m. t04:30 p.m.

The Fulbright Program and General Requirement

Overview of Fulbright Scholarship Program

Mission of the Fulbright Scholar Program is to increase mutual understanding between the people of the
United States and people of other countries. It aims to provide educational exchanges to a maximum number
of individuals not previously afforded such an opportunity.

Applicants should be representatives and responsible citizens who can contribute to a full and fair picture of
the culture of their own countries and thereby contribute to understanding between the people of the United
States and their country. They should also demonstrate the cross-cultural sensitivity and flexibility needed to
adjust successfully to life- the US.

Application and Preview Process

Purpose Of This Guideline is to assist potential Fulbrighters in preparing their application and try to
answer questions often asked about the application process.

Advance planning will give the scholar as much time as possible to put together thoughtful and
compelling application.

% Read and complete the application form carefully. The application consists of 2 four- page forms; personai
bio-data; educational and professional background; proposal program plan; biographical statement; two
letters of recommendation. All items must be type written in black ink a computer-generated and
submitted to the Fulbright agency.

All items must be in English.

If using an electronic version of the application, do not change the format of the forms, the pagination, the
fonts or type size.

Do not attach additional page for items 11 and 12.

Applications must be submitted by the deadline set by the Thailand —U.S. Educational Foundation (TUSEF)
for further consideration. Applications received after a stated deadline can not be assured review.

Initial screening and endorsement of a scholar’s application are done by TUSEF.

Applicants will be notified by TUSEF if they are selected.

Confidential Letters of Recommendation

Candid and frank letters of recommendation provide an evidence of an application’s reputation within
his/her discipline. The letter of recommendation form in the application pack suggests qualifications
that the recommenders should address:

& Applicants must submit two references. At least one must be from an academic source.
4 Recommendation letters should be from people qualified to evaluate the applicants’ educational
background and professional work.




& Choose recommenders carefully and contact them early. Two letters of recommendation need to

accompany with the application as it could otherwise be weakened by insufficient number of
references.

Do not ask someone for letters of recommendation unless the persons are well acquainted with the
applicant’s qualifications.

Failure to use the confidential letters of recommendation (form A&B) for the Fulbright Program will
delay the processing of the application.

It is the applicant’s responsibility to ensure that reference reports are submitted by the deadline.

Supporting M aterials

Official Transcripts of Academic Performance for all years of study.
& The transcripts of academic record are essential to the evaluation of the applicant’s academic ability.
& TOEFL Score as proof of proficiency in English
& 4 photocopies of test results must be included with the Fulbright application packet. Because of the
length of time required to receive official results (generally six weeks after the examination), the

applicant should register for the TOEFL test at least three months prior to applying to Fulbright
Scholarships.



Application Face Sheet (to be submitted with the application)

Note A correct prepared application packet facilitates the review process and increases the
applicant's chance for an award. It is the application’s responsibility to ensure that the
application is completely before submitting it to Thailand-US. Educational Foundation
(TUSEF).All application components must be written in English.

A complete application along with the following items:
O 4 pages of application and 3 photocopies of the original

application
O 4 photocopies of university (transcripts) for all years of
academic study
4 photocopies of eligible TOEFL score report
O A tailored Curriculum Vitae (not to exceed 2 pages)
O Two Letters of References, with Application Confidential Letter
