PROJECT OUTLINE

Aims

The workshop aims to provide knowledge on key concepts and principles
relating to legal areas about which not only journalists but also editors,
reporters and/or producers working in news departments in are required to
be well informed. This will include knowledge and information about legal
risks which have multiplied in recent years, given the speed and
sophistication of developments in this field across national boundaries, in an
increasingly globalised world. This sharing of knowledge is particularly
valuable to broadcasters, given the cross-border nature of the media.

Objectives

At the end of the workshop the participants will be able to understand and
appreciate:

e key concepts and issues relating to defamation, precautions to avoid
libel suits, and various defences that are available to those who may
fall foul of the law of defamation;

e essential features of contempt of court and the variety of risks
associated with journalistic coverage of legal proceedings and of the
courts in general, including rules which are designed to prevent “trial
by media”;

e the main principles and the practical application of the law relating to
obscenity and indecency, and how these can be used compatibly with
protecting and promoting freedom of expression domestically and
across national boundaries;

e salient aspects of the legal protection of personal privacy and related
matters, including the different types of law used in this area (e.g.
harassment, breach of confidentiality) and the risks involved for
“investigative journalism”;
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e key rules and principles relating to the protection of dangers from
‘hate speech’ and other sensitive matters when these are covered by
the media;

e the legal position concerning access to official information and the
protection of confidential information.

e Freedom of expression and rights/responsibilities of broadcasters and
other media practitioners;

Defamation;

Contempt of court;

Privacy;

Obscenity and indecency;

Hate speech and coverage of sensitive matters;

Access to information and related matters.
