On behalf of the Asia-Pacific Broadcasting Union 

(ABU) and our hosts NHK, I am honoured to 

welcome you to the second Global News Forum 

(GNF), taking place in Sendai, Japan. The GNF 

was launched in 2013 with the purpose of 

establishing an open and high-profile dialogue 

among broadcast journalists across the globe and 

in the Asia-Pacific region in particular. The 

second GNF will be held on 15 March 2015. 

The 2015 GNF and its associated events, such as 

the 2015 ABU News Group Meeting, will see 

participants contemplate, discuss and address not 

just challenges but also opportunities open to 

terrestrial broadcasters since the advent of new 

media. 

The 2015 GNF will be held in one of the areas struck by an earthquake and tsunami in 2011, and the 

main topic of the 2015 GNF is how the broadcasting industry copes and covers the occurrence·of 

natural disasters. The forum will also be held in parallel with the Third UN World Conference on 

Disaster Risk Reduction (WCDRR) in Sendai. 

The broadcasting industry and the new media have an important role to play in 'promoting awareness 

and assist in disaster risk reduction. According to recent research data released by the United Nations 

Office for Disaster Risk Reduction (UNISDR), between 2000 and 2011 due to disasters like 

earthquakes, tsunami, volcanoes, cyclones, storms, wild fires, landslides, heat waves and extreme cold, 

more than 2.7 billion people were affected and 1.3 trillion US dollars lost. While it might seem obvious 

that these were natural hazards, it is also true that some of the carnage was not totally "natural". Some 

hazards could have been prevented if there had been early warnings. The before and after disasters 

impacts could also have been reduced if more resources were made ready in time. 

With respect to early warning, full readiness, information and knowledge sharing, community 

participation, education, contingency planning, rescue and recovery, all these systems will be far better 

implemented when broadcasting tools and skills are efficiently combined with the latest in information 

and communication technology. 

Given its unparalleled reach to mass audiences, the broadcasting media could playa crucial role in 

promoting disaster risk reduction policies, early warnings for disasters and advancing regional and 



national disaster risk reduction agendas. In order to fulfil the media's immense potential as an 

infermation disseminator and powerful behavior changer, broadcasters should not be seen as mere 

messengers, but as powerful partners in developing and implementing Disaster Risk Reduction policies 

at the regional, national and local levels. As the common denominator for all stakeholders in the DRR 

process, broadcasters could bridge the gaps in communications and dismantle the silos in which many 

stakeholders work at the moment 

In this crucial time, it is recognised that the ABU is well positioned to take the lead in disaster reporting 

by fully involving Asia-Pacific media in the efforts of international, governmental and non-governmental 

organisations in building resilient communities facing mega disasters in future. The ABU is committed to 

making a difference in this pursuit and it will continue to provide the platforms, such as the Global News 

Forum, to reach this goal. 

The ABU will be able to facilitate a broad partnership in risk prevention and building resilient 

communities through the close collaboration among broadcasters forged in the Global News Forum. 

We will work towards better integration of the infrastructure and networks of radio and TV organisations 

in the early warning disaster communication systems and plans at the national and community levels.
