The amendments to the Contest Rules of ABU Prizes were approved in April 2004, February 2005, February
2006, February 2007, September 2010, January 2011, March 2013 and February 2014,



Article 1 Preface
in 1964, the 1st General Assembly of the Asia-Pacific Broadcasting Union {ABU), then known as Asian
Broadcasting Union, approved the establishment of an international competition for radio and TV
programmes titled the ‘ABU Prizes’. During the 48" General Assembly {2011), the ABU adopted a resolution
empowering a working party to approve changes in the rules of the ABU Prizes in line with the ABU's
abjective of promoting excellence in broadcasting.

ABU Prizes 2015 Contest Rules

The ABU Prizes was decided to be held as an annual event and shali be governed in accordance with the
terms stated as below under the Contest Rules,

Article 2 Objective

The ABU Prizes aims to promote the excellence in radio and TV production in order to raise educational and
cultural standards and to strengthen international understanding among the people of the ABU member
countries and regions.

Article 3 Categories

The categories for awarding separate prizes are as follows:
Each of the six {6) categories for radio programmes
Each of the seven (7) categories for TV programmes

Explanatory note: This category celebrates the personality of the presenter
presented in a thirty minute edited or unedited sequence. The judges are looking
for a confident voice, fluency of delivery and obility to engage with listeners,
through a range of presentation elements such os music presentation and/or
interview execution and/or scripted and ad-libbed interaction with listeners.

Article 4 Special Jury Prize

Two {2} ‘Special Jury Prize’ will be awarded from all the entries received, one {1} entry each from radio and TV,
in order to recognise the work of producers whose entries are creative and innovative despite limited
resources.

This award is intended to encourage “broadcasters” with fimited resources; therefore the same
organisation cannot be selected as the winner of this category for two consecutive years.

Article 5 Eligibility
5.1 All ABU members are eligible to enter the competition.

— All entries submitted by the ABU members {except TV sport) must be broadcasted for the
first time between 1 June 2014 — 1 June 2015,
- TV Sports category must be first broadcast between 1 June 2013— 1 June 2015

Programmes which have won a prize in any other international competition are qualified to be

submitted.

Entries must be free from political propaganda and/or cormmercial advertising or promotion.
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Article & Entries

6.1 Each ABU member may submit only one (1) entry in each radio and TV category, except for TV Sports
category. ABU member may submit a maximum of two (2) entries for the TV Sports category

6.2 Multiple entries from broadcasting associations are accepted, hut only one (1) entry from each category

will qualify as a finalist.

6.3 Each radio entry must include one (1) copy of English script. TV entries are required te submit entries

with any of the following:
¢ English subtitle
s English voiceover
s English script.

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Article 7 Pre-selection
7.1  For all categories and the Special Jury Prize the ABU Secretariat shall appoint at its discretion jury
members who shall pre-select and shortlist all entries received.

7.2 During pre-selection the jury may transfer/change the entry category at their discretion and resubmit it
in appropriate categories.

Article 8 Final Judging

8.1 The jury for each of radio and TV categories shall comprise of minimum five experts from ABU
membership. The jury members shall be appointed by the ABU Secretariat at its discretion, taking into
account, balanced representation, expertise and other relevant considerations.

Article 9 Responsibilities of Pre-selection and Final Judging fury
9.1 in both pre-selection and final judging process each jury shall follow the ABU judging guidelines in
assessing/evaluating the entries.

9.2 in final judging a chairperson shall be nominated from among the jury members. The chairperson shall
prepare a written report approved by all jury members to be submitted to the ABU Secretariat.

9.3 In the event of any entry being disqualified by the jury during the final judging, the chairperson shall
report the reason for disqualification to the ABU Secretary-General, who shall then convey it to the
member which submitted the entry.

9.4 The decision of the jury shall be final in both pre-selection and final judging.

Article 10 Prizes
10.1 in case the jury considers that none of the entries is worthy of a prize, they may decide not to award
that prize in the year concerned.

10.2 In addition to finalising the award winner(s}, each jury may recognise one {1) entry, from the finalists for
each category including the Special Jury Prize Category, with a special commendation award.

Article 11 Host Organisation

The host organisation for the ABU General Assembly concerned shall, in consultation with the ABU
Secretariat, be responsible for all the necessary arrangements for the competition and related activities for
the particular year.

Any amendments shall be subject to further approval of the ABU Prize Reform Working Party {hereafter,
RWP).
