Member States, or they shall be institutions |or
organizations which have their headquarters|in
those States. They shall have adopted one lor
more particularly outstanding measures fto
promote rural communication in the spirit jof
UNESCO's ideals by such means as:

- furthering the use of local newspapers, filns,
radio, television and / or multi-mercri}s
programmes;

- furthering the use of traditional forms pf
communication;

- implementing new plans with a view to the
full use or improvement of communication and
its techniques and methods in ways adaptdd
to the rural environment.

The activity shall have been exercised within |a
_period of two years preceding the submission ¢f
nominations.

General Rules Governing

the IPDC-UNESCO Prip

e for Rural Communication

as Revised by the 120th Session of the Executive Board

1. Aim

Since one of the objectives of the IPDC isfto
promote the awareness of all parties concerned of
the important role that communication plays in the
development process, a IPDC-UNESCO Prize for
Rural Communication is hereby established to draw
attention to particularly meritorious and innovatjve
activities undertaken by public or private institutigns
or by persons or groups of persons working on a
personal basis or as members of the staff of such
institutions with a view to improving communicatjon
in all its forms - and more particularly local news-
papers, radio and television programmes, printihg
equipment and films in rural communities, ahd
primarily in the developing countries.

2. Amount and frequency of award

The Prize shall consist of a sum of twenty thousahd
dollars of the United States of America payable fr¢m
the IPDC Special Account. The Prize shall be awpr-
ded once every two years. A prize not awarded in
any given year may be awarded two years laterjto
a second prize-winner.

3. Criteria for the awarding of the prize

(a) The prize-winners shall be nationals |of
UNESCO Member States, or they shall pe
institutions or organizations which have their
headquarters in those States. They shall haye
adopted one or more particularly outstandiphg
measures to promote rural communication|in

the spirit of UNESCO's ideals by such means

as:

- furthering the use of local newspaper, films,
radio television and / or multi-media
programmes;

- furthering the use of traditional forms jof
communication;

- implementing new plans with a view to the
full use or improvement of communication
and its techniques and methods in ways
adapted to the rural environment.

(b) The activity shall have been exercised within a
period of two years preceding the submission
of nominations.

4. Submission of nominations

Nominations shall be submitted to the Chairperson
of the Intergovernmental Council of the IPDC by
the governments of Member States of UNESCO in
consultation with their National Commissions and
by the appropriate non-governmental organizations
having consultative status with UNESCO. In
support of each nomination, a written recommen-
dation shall be supplied, which shall include:

(i) a description of the work undertaken;
(i) a summary of the results achieved;

(i) an evaluation by reference to the criteria
mentioned above.

The closing date for submission of nomination shall
be fixed by the Chairperson of the Council.

5. Selection of Prize-winner

The prize-winner shall be selected by the Bureau
of the Intergovernmental Council of IPDC.

6. Presentations of the Prize

The Prize shall be presented by the Director-
General or his representative at an official ce-
remony at which the Chairperson of the
Intergovernmental Council of the IPDC or his repre-
sentative shall be present.
