This workshop
aims to allow participants to learn how to shoot and edit material for
programmes, news bulletins and social media, with an emphasis on
compelling storytelling.

Participants will get the opportunity to create their own
mini-video projects in groups, and further edit and refine their projects in a
professional studio environment with feedback from the trainer.
