I have heard that the IATSS Forum provides a leadership training program for promising
young people from ASEAN countries. Could you please tell me a little more about this
program?

The IATSS Forum fosters the development of participants leadership skills which can
“produce new value from diversity.” The IATSS Forum considers a “leader” to be “a person
who, in striving towards a goal, is capable of bringing out the strengths of a group to their
fullest.” Therefore, “leadership” is “the ability to maximize a group’s potential by effectively
applying its strengths to their utmost, leading to the attainment of a goal.”

What 1s your teaching methodology as regards the Leadership Program?

We believe in learning through experience and as such we provide participants with
opportunities to obtain leadership skills naturally, on their own.
