ABU Prizes 2018 Contest Rules

In 1964, the 1st General Assembly.of the Asia-Pacific Broadcasting Union (ABU), then known as Asian
Broadcasting Union, approved the establishment of an international competition for radio and TV
programmes titled the ‘ABU Prizes’. During the 48" General Assembly (2011), the ABU adopted a resolution
empowering a working party to approve changes In the rules of the ABU Prizes in line with the ABU's

objective of promoting excellence in broadcasting.

The ABU Prizes was decided to be held as an annual event and shall be governed in accardance with the
terms stated as below under the Contest Rules.

Article 2 Objective

The ABU Prizes aims to promote the excellence in content production in order to raise educational and
cultural standards and to strengthen international understanding among the people of the ABU member

countries and regions.

i.  Each of the seven (7) categories for radio programmes
ii.  Each of the seven (7) categories for TV programmes
iii.  New Media category for online contents

Article 4 Special Jury Prize

Two (2) ‘Special Jury Prizes’ may be awarded from all the entries received, one (1) entry each from radio and
TV, that recognises the work of broadcasters whose entries are creative and innovative despite limited
production resources.

The same organisation cannot be selected as the winner of this category for two consecutive years.

Article 5 Eligibility

5.1 All ABU members are eligible to enter the competition.

52 - All entries submitted by the ABU members (except TV sport) must be broadeasted for the first time
between 6 May 2017 — 18 May 2018.
— TV Sports category must be first broadcast between & May 2016 — 18 May 2018

5.3 Programmes which have won a prize in any other international competition are qualified to be
submitted.

5.4 Entries must be free from political propaganda and/or commercial advertising or promotion.

Article 6 Entries
6.1 Each ABU member may submit only one (1) entry in each radio and TV category, except for TV Sports

category. ABU member may submit a maximum of two (2) entries for the TV Sports category.

6.2 Multiple entries from broadcasting associations are accepted, but only one (1) entry from each

category will qualify as a finalist,

6.3 Each radio entry (mp3 format) must include one (1) copy of English script. TV entries (mpeg4 format)
are required to submit entries with any of the following:

s  English voiceover

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Article 7 Pre-selection

7.1 For all categories and the Special lury Prize the ABU Secretariat shall appoint at its discretion jury
members who shall pre-select and shartlist all entries received.

7.2 During pre-selection the jury may transfer/change the entry category at their discretion and resubmit it
in appropriate categories.

Article 8 Final ludging
8.1 The jury for all categories shall comprise of minimum five experts from ABU membership. The jury

members shall be appointed by the ABU Secretariat at its discretion, taking into account, balanced
representation, expertise and other relevant considerations.

Article 9 Responsibilities of Pre-selection and Final Judging lury

9.1 In both pre-selection and final judging process each jury shall follow the ABU judging guidelines in
assessing/evaluating the entries.

9.2 In pre-selection and final judging, a chairperson shall be nominated from among the jury members. The
chairperson shall prepare a written report approved by all jury members to be submitted to the ABU
Secretariat.

9.3 In the event of any entry being disqualified by the jury during the final judging, the chairperson shall
repart the reason for disqualification to the ABU Secretary-General, who shall then convey it to the
member which submitted the entry.

9.4 -The decision of the jury shall be final in both pre-selection and final judging.

Article 10 Prizes
10.1 In case the jury considers that none of the entries is worthy of a prize, they may decide not to award
that prize in the year concerned.

10.2 In addition to finalising the award winner(s), each jury may recognise ane (1) entry from the finalists for
each category including the Special Jury Prize Category, with a special commendation award.

Article 11 Others
Any amendments shall be subject to further approval of the ABU Prizes Reform Working Party (hereafter,
RWP).
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ABU DIGITAL CONTENT AWARD
SUBMISSION GUIDELINES

1. Eligibility Criteria

Entries submitted for the ABU Digital Content Award must be online media contents developed as an
extension of existing TV or Radio programmes and/or stand-alone original productions that are
tailor-made using a wide range of available digital tools. This award honours the quality of the content as

well as the digital impact they create among audiences.

2. Types of Entries
The ABU Digital Content Award does not limit the nature of contents acceptable for entry. Entries may

include, but not limited to, the following:

= Digital, multimedia, multiplatform and/or transmedia stories and content

*  Tech-enabled content such as Augmented Reality (AR), Virtual Reality (VR) and Mixed Reality

(MR) promos, shoert films, documentaries etc

»  User-generated or crowdsourced content

=  Online content such as webisodes created exclusively for internet audiances

=  Social media enabled content such as Facebook/Snapchat/Instagram stories, short films,

documentarias etc

= Data generated content or content creatad with data visualisation

=  Content created exclusively on mobile phone or using maobile apps and tools

= |nteractive content such as Alternate Reality Games (ARG) efc

*  |nnovative content that utilises or are generated by Artificial Intelligence (Al), bots, wearables etc

3. Submission Process
Entries must be submitted through the 2018 ABU Prizes Entry Form. Along with the completed Entry Form,
the following supporting materials must be submitted:
= Main cantent file in MP4 format
= URLs of relevant web links that complements the submitted entry
=  Other supporting materials such as backstory, information on audience reach etc

The duration of the entry, including supporting audio/video materials, must nol exceed 60 minutes in total.
