After leaving the British Army he provided safety, security and medical
training and support to the media, charities, law enforcement agencies, and international
organisations, which included providing hostile environments training to media workers
and peacekeepers deploying to war zones and post-disaster areas. He conducted a
security and safety training needs analysis for BBC and designed tailored training for
BBC staff deployed in remote areas. He has recently completed a similar exercise for
media workers likely to deploy to post-disaster zones. Alistair's has worked in
Afghanistan, Benin, Czech Republic, Egypt, Ethiopia, France, Germany, Georgia, India,
Jamaica, Kyrgyzstan, Kenya, Lebanon, Malaysxa Nigeria, Pakistan, Senegal, Thailand,
Togo, Turkey, and Ukraine.
