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Bushfires and natural disasters: from seasonal to standard

Fires burned some186,000 square kilometres (72,000 square miles), killing people and
an estimated 1 billion animals, as well as burning homes and property. While tragic, the
loss of human life could have been worse. Radio played a key role in helping people to
prepare, and then take life-preserving actions during the emergency. This digital seminar
will explore ABC Radio’s unique approach to emergency broadcasting, which last -
summer became the main community information point as digital access failed, and hear
how the ABC plans to face the challenge of covering more intense emergencies more
often. There will be ample opportunity to discuss emergency broadcasting best practice.
