Her documentary "119 Lives Unlived" took third place in the best documentary
film category at the Moscow International TV festival. It follows Paula's journey to Auschwitz to uncover what




happened to her Dutch family after letters written by a cousin from a
labour camp were found by chance fifty years after 119 members of her

family were killed in the Holocaust.
