He has recently completed a
similar exercise for media workers likely to deploy to post-disaster zones.Alistair’'s has worked in
Afghanistan, Benin, Czech Republic, Egypt, Ethiopia, France, Germany, Georgia, India, Jamaica,
Kyrgyzstan, Kenya, Lebanon, Malaysia, Nigeria, Pakistan, Senegal, Thailand, Togo, Turkey, and
