ITEM-EXCHANGE MEETING

OUTLINE

Dates : 2 — 4 July 2007 (0900 — 1800 hours)

The primary objective of the meeting is to provide participating producers with an
opportunity to view and select items brought for exchange. Participants will discuss
the contents of their offers and exchange ideas with other producers and advisers
aiming at improving the quality of their children’s programmes.

| REQUIREMENTS ]

PARTICIPANTS’ STATUS

1. a) Active Participants - Any ABU member organisation, regardless of
membership category, may send one or more directors or producers of
children’s TV programmes to the meeting. They are eligible to participate
in the actual exchange of items as well. Affiliate members are allowed to
participate if they have the broadcasting facility.

However, he/she has to be an active producer of children’s TV
programmes in his/her organisation and should be proficient in English.

Member organisations are strongly encouraged to send the same
participants to this event continuously for 2-3 years, as one of the
objectives of the meeting is the long term training of the participants.
Some of them may also act as advisers.

b) Observers
Those ABU member organisations which are sending their producer(s)
for the first time or after three years’ absence will be categorised as
observers.

Non-ABU members are categorised as observers.

Observers are not eligible for the exchange, however, they are welcome to
attend the meeting and participate in all discussions.
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CATEGORIES
The subject categories are ;

a) Children's stories

b)  How things are made

c) Nature/animals

d) Innovative and Experimental items

* Guidelines containing further details on the above will be distributed
to confirmed participants in due course.

NUMBER OF ITEMS TO BE OFFERED

Participating organisations are required to offer at least four items for
exchange. They can choose to offer items on any of the above
subject categories. There is no compulsory category.

DURATION OF EACH ITEM AND TOTAL DURATION FOR
SCREENING

Each item offered should not be more than seven minutes. Total
duration of items offered by any organisation should not exceed 25
minutes. Due to time constraints, we will have to observe the above
strictly.

PROGRAMME CONTENT

ltems offered should come from their own broadcasting programmes.
Please bear in mind that the items for exchange are to be slotted in a
children’'s magazine programme and must be suitable for an
international mix of child audience.

Each item should have a distinct logic, even if it is only part of a
segment of your programme.

* No Lip-synchronisation

As this item-exchange is aimed at exchanging items internationally,
with many different languages spoken, all lip-synchronisation should be
avoided unless occurring in natural situations which do not require
translation.

Obvious examples to be avoided are : presenters or a child/children
talking to the camera, conversations between children, interview with
children, actors/actresses playing dramas, etc.

* Promotional materials are not suitable for exchange.
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RIGHTS CLEARANCE

The participating organisations must clear the international copyright
for the items offered for exchange as well as all music rights contained
therein. The participating organisations may also edit the items as they wish.
Excerpts of the items may be uploaded on the ABU website for the purpose of
promoting the item exchange.

Any use of the items for anything other than children’s programmes will
require the written permission of the owner of the items. Permission must
also be obtained before items can be included in programmes for distribution
for educational purposes.

TAPE REQUIREMENTS

IMPORTANT!!

Please note that all participants must bring two Betacam tapes, either
Digital Betacam or Betacam SP in PAL format with them when they come
to the meeting in Beijjing.

The tapes must be submitted to the ABU Secretariat upon arrival at the hotel.

a) BETACAM TAPES FOR SCREENING AT MEETING

Betacam tapes brought for the meeting must be voiced over in English
or contain subtitles in English.

Items to be offered at the producers’ meeting should be recorded on
Betacam tape. The tape should be either on PAL or NTSC system.

b) BETACAM TAPES FOR ACTUAL EXCHANGE

Each participant must bring one 30 minute Digital Betacam or Betacam
SP which contains all the items to be offered at the meeting. There
should not be any super graphics or subtitles (clean copy).

The Betacam tape will be brought back to the Programme Department
and items selected by the members will be copied into master tapes to be
sent to the members.
