Project Qutline

1. Introduction

Implementation of Digital Terrestrial Radio & Television Services has already been started in
many parts of the world including the Asia—Pacific (AP) region. However, despite the fact that
digital broadcasting has many advantages, many broadcasters, particularly, from developing
countries are yet to take a decision for its implementation may be due to the lack of
knowledge, expertise and financial resources. This is in fact widening the gap for adoption of
modern technologies in their broadcasting network. It may further deprive them to remain
integrated with the broadcasting fraternity in terms of technological compatibility and
advancement. Therefore, to bridge the gap between digital developments and existing
analogue technology, it is very essential to plan for seamless migration to digital broadcasting.

ITU and AIBD are jointly assisting the AP broadcasters on their initiatives for migration
from Analogue to Digital broadcasting for the last 4 years and implemented a series of
regional training workshops in Brunei, Iran, Vietnam, Indonesia and India. About 103
engineers from 19 Asian countries have benefited from these workshops.

The organizers would like to start the second phase of the project with the view to support
participating countries in the implementation of Digital Radio & Television broadcasting with
a set of concrete recommendations for each individual participating country.

This year, the workshop is being hosted and co-organized by the PTV, Pakistan.

2. Aims

This workshop intends to provide information on available technologies and standards on
digital television broadcasting.
